List of Condition for Surgical or Urology Admissions

1. DVT:

 If patient’s SS ends in even number pt should be admitted to surgery. However if there are significant comorbidities requiring extensive medicine involvement exception can be made and patient can be admitted to Medicine at book’s discretion.

2. Soft Tissue Infections: 
a. Hand- Plastic or Orthopedic Syrgery

b. Breast- General Surgery

c. Head and face- ENT, Plastic or Oral Surgery

d. Perineum- General Surgery or Urology

e. Any site with Hx of Vascular surgery- General Surgery

f. Cellulitis or soft tissue infection of other area- if pt SSN is even General Surgery

3. R/O Intestinal Obstruction

4. Acute Abdomen- with fever with or without leucocytosis
5. Biliary pancreatitis

6. Alcoholic Pancreatitis- if patient SSN ends in even number
7. AV fistula clot or placement

8. Lower GI bleed

9. Pneumotorax

10. Breast Mass

11. Obstructive Jaundice

12. Diagnosis of GI malignancy

13. Abdominal Mass

    Diagnosis 3 through 13 should all go to General Surgery
