Intern Report Instructions

Prior to Presenting

 ● Picking a case:


□ Pick an interesting patient:

-either an uncommonly encountered diagnosis (but not too esoteric) 

-or a common diagnosis with an atypical presentation or teaching points

-your residents or chiefs can help you pick a case

□ Pt should have a known diagnosis not be a work in progress


□ Collect all of the data on the case: full H and P, labs, studies, etc

 ● Picking a topic to present:


□ Pick a topic about which to educate your co-interns at the end of your presentation.    

                 The topic should be a general review of the diagnosis (if it’s a lesser known entity) or a                    

                  more specific presentation on the pathogenesis, diagnosis or management (if it’s a     

                  more common diagnosis).  Try to work in at least one piece of primary literature (the 
    residents or chiefs can help you pick an article).  Your presentation should be no more  

    than 5 minutes.

□ Make a brief, concise handout for your co-interns on the major teaching points of your 
 presentation

 ● Always ask your residents or chiefs for help if you are having trouble picking a patient or topic.  The chiefs will contact you prior to your presentation to review your care and topic.  

The Presentation

  ● Unless otherwise notified, intern report will take place in Annenberg 23-98 at noon every Tuesday

  ● You will present the case to Dr. Babyatsky (or his proxy) in the style of a formal case presentation as you would on attending rounds.  Take frequent pauses to allow for discussion.  With about 5-10 minutes left you will present your topic
